* Only editions. Abegg was an expert on criminal law and
Prussian jurisprudence who taught at the Universities of
Koenigsberg and Breslau. He published a series of brief study
guides that, taken together, form a complete course of legal
study for the German states. Each volume offers outlines,
summaries and references for further reading. Our composite
volume blends the title page, introduction and table of
contents for the introductory volume, 24 pp., in effect an
outline or syllabus, with the complete volume dealing with
the Prussian civil code. The Prussian civil code was enacted in
1794. It was the first legal code of modern Europe and ranks
with the French and Austrian civil codes as one of the great
codifications of the nineteenth century. OCLC locates no
copies of either title in North America; 1 copy of the first and
5 of the second in Germany.

* An important Italian humanist and professor of law at
Avignon, Bologna, Milan, Padua, Ferrara and Bourges, he was
one of the first jurists to base his interpretation of civil law on
the history, languages and literature of antiquity, and to
conduct original research on the texts rather than merely copy
carlier glosses. His work was deeply influential and his
services were retained by the kings of France and Spain, as
well as by several Italian princes. As one would expect, there
was a large market for his works. In addition to those
published by Alciati thete are several unauthorized
publications based on lecture notes compiled by his students.
First published in Cologne in 1530, Iwudiciarii Processus
Compendinm, a treatise on procedure in civil and canon law,
appears to fall into this latter category. Some sources say it is
not based on Alciati’s work and is the work of an anonymous
author. It was nevertheless a popular work that went through
several editions and issues over the next 30 years. OCLC
locates 3 copies of this imprint, 1 in North America (at the
University of Iowa). Not in Adams.

Anson was the Vinerian Reader in
Common Law and the Warden of All Souls College at
Oxford.

* Second edition. Ayliffe wrote this book when he was a
practitioner in the ecclesiastical courts. It was originally a set
of notes for private reference. He expanded these into a
book, he says, “not only with a design of doing some setvice
to my country, by illustrating the force and practice of the
Canon Law, as far as it has been received, and is now
observ’d among Englishmen, but also with a purpose of
exposing the errors and Superstition of the Romish Church”
(Introduction, xxxvi). Holdsworth, who discusses this book at
length, notes that it “clearly expressed and well arranged” and
has “has always been regarded as a book of great authority™:

* First editions. Similar in content and degree of
Francophobia, these pamphlets discuss the case of Marshall
Belisle, an emissary sent to the German states by France to
weaken and divide them during the War of the Austrian
Succession. Belisle was taken prisoner by the English and
detained in England for a year. The Case, in part an essay on
the principles of international law invoking such authorities as
Grotius, Pufendorf and Wicquefort, defends the seizure of an
enemy diplomat and rejects the argument that this policy will
lead to retaliation against English prisoners of war. The
bitterly satirical Account warns against the detention of Belisle.
His “captivity” is a ruse; he is actually a Trojan horse sent to
exploit internal conflicts in England, as he did in Germany.

* First edition. Texts of documents in Latin, Blackstone’s
essay in English. The engraved dedication to the Earl of
Westmoreland is surmounted with his armorial ensigns;
initials in the text are ornamented with engravings of various
buildings at Oxford University. The tail pieces on pages Ixxvi
and 73 are historical vignettes; the other ten tail-pieces are
facsimiles of the royal seals that are attached to the original
documents. This remarkable work is esteemed for its
production and scholarship. Its physical appeal was
recognized as early as 1829 in Richard Thompson’s An
Historical Essay on the Magna Charta of King Jobn, which
described it as a “beautiful and rare edition.” Blackstone’s
essay, which is based on a great deal of original research,
argued that the charter was the foundation of English
liberties. This idea, first proposed by Coke, was a central tenet
of Whig ideology. More important, Blackstone’s research into
the original texts demonstrated that all earlier editions of the
charter were based on the significantly different reissue of
1225, in the reign of Henry 11, rather than the original one
endorsed at Runnymede. His philological approach was
highly influential; it established the textual focus that has



governed subsequent study of the charter. Eller notes that
Worrall’s Bibliotheca 1.egum Angliae (1788) lists an edition from
1758 with the title Magna Charta and Charta de Foresta. She was
not able to locate any copies, however. Later research
indicates that this edition is a ghost. Eller, The William
Blackstone Collection in the Yale Law Library 237.

* First edition. The precedents are taken from older books of
entries and from the rolls of the court. Marginal notes explain
the nature of the actions and the pleadings. In some cases the
whole record is given from declaration to judgment. James
Kent [1763-1847] was one of America’s first great jurists and
legal scholars. Columbia’s first professor of law, he is best
known for his work as Chancellor of the State of New York,
which established American equity jurisprudence, and as the
author of the landmark Commentaries on American Law (1826-
30). “Moss Kent” is either his father, a lawyer in Dutchess
County, New York and the first Surrogate of Rensselaer
County, or his brother, a lawyer and judge who served terms
in the New York State Assembly and Senate and the U.S.
House of Representatives. “R.P. Lee” may be the prominent
clergyman and civil leader who lived in Newburgh, New
York.

Though little is known about
him personally, Bohun was an attorney and prolific author
who published well-received treatises on legal education,
pleading, ecclesiastical law and other subjects.

* Second and final edition, one of the two issues from that
year. With a London preface. This early American anti-capital
punishment text was first printed in Philadelphia in 1793. Its
argument is founded on the theories of Montesquieu and
Beccaria and urges methods of reform and rehabilitation.
Bradford was a lawyer and judge from Philadelphia, a judge
of the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania and the second United
States Attorney General. In 1793 Pennsylvania’s governor
asked him to propose a plan to reduce the use of the death
penalty. This essay was his response. In the next
reorganization of Pennsylvania’s penal code, the use of capital
punishment was substantially reduced. Other states followed
the Pennsylvania example. OCLC locates 4 copies of this
edition in Law libraries (Columbia, Georgetown, Harvard and
Yale).

* First edition. This scathing critique of “Our Financial
Oligarchy” is based on a series of articles published in
Harnper’s Weekly from 1913 to 1914. This copy belonged to a
Dallas, Texas attorney named John Davis. In his letter Davis
tells Brandeis that he read the book with “much pleasure and
profit,” then asks: “Why should not our banking be done by
the national government, just as the making and carrying on
of war are done?” Davis elaborates his question in the two
paragraphs that follow. Brandeis offers his view in the reply, a
long paragraph. He believes deposit banking is “affected with
a public interest” but rejects the idea of nationalized banks.

* Land warrants were grants of free land issued to veterans in
return for military service from the time of the Revolutionary
War through 1855. The style and typography of this
broadside suggests it was issued after the Mexican-American
War [1846-48]. Richardson & Co., “agents for bounty land
claims and dealers in land warrants,” promised sellers
“Boston, New York, Philadelphia and Baltimore prices” for
their warrants. A note at the bottom of the broadside says:
“Please put this in a conspicuous place.”

* Third edition, corrected. Coke’s Institutes, which eventually
comprised four volumes, are thought to be the first textbooks
on the modern common law. Taken together, they are a
virtual legal encyclopedia of the law as it stood in Coke’s
lifetime. The first Institutes, better known as Coke on Littleton,
contains the text of Sir Thomas Littleton’s Tenures with
extensive commentary. First published in 1628, it was a
standard work for decades and was often used as a textbook.
“If Bracton first began the codification of the common law, it
was Coke who completed it.... In the Institutes (...) the
tradition of the common law from Bracton to Littleton,
whose name Coke’s Commentary made famous, firmly
established itself as the basis of the constitution of the
Realm.”: Printing and the Mind of Man 126.

Cronin’s murder was related to his activities with the
Clan-na-Gael, an Irish political society. It seems he was
murdered by fellow members who assumed he was an
informer.

Suspicion of corruption colored the
public’s perception of the trial. This certainly informed Nast’s
cartoon. As the trial began these suspicions were justified.
Because some members of Clan-na-Gael held positions of
power and influence in the municipal government of
Chicago, they may have believed they could escape detection.
Even when the conspiracy was unveiled, the Clan-na-Gael
still hoped its members could influence the trial’s outcome.
Indeed, a bailiff tried unsuccessfully to bribe jurors. Despite
these impediments four members of the clan were eventually



convicted. Three received sentences of life imprisonment for
murder, one received three years for manslaughter.

A man of
culture and erudition, he played a leading role in the city’s
intellectual, cultural and social life.

In addition to covering American maritime
law and practice in the courts, Benedict includes
comptehensive discussions of trial by jury, the ancient
jurisdiction of the English admiralty, the strife between the
Common Law Courts and the Admiralty in the 16% and 17t
centuries, the English admiralty at the time of the American
Revolution; and the admiralty jurisdiction of the state courts
of admiralty, the British colonies, Scotland and Ireland,
France and other portions of Continental Europe. An
appendix contains rules for the United States Supreme Court,
the United States District and Circuit Courts and fee
schedules, statutes and forms. Benedict [1800-1880], a noted
lawyer and educator, was considered "one of the foremost
admiralty lawyers of his day.
